Chris Ofili is a significant
black artist whose work
portrays messages about
black culture and history.

The painting ‘No Woman,
No Cry’ by Chris Ofili bears a
phosphorescent inscription
that indicates that the
crying woman depicted is
Baroness Lawrence of
Clarendon OBE, the mother
of Stephen Lawrence, who
was murdered in an
unprovoked racist attack in
London in 1993. The
photographs inside the tears
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jagged, distorted
lines and
contrasting colours
to paint
compositions which
portrayed
instability and
emotionally
charged scenes.
