Shoulder length, or longer hair is to be tied back in a modest plain black or green
hair band (no flowers or braids thank you)

No shaved heads (1 or lower) and no Mohicans or shaved patterns

Necklaces and bracelets should not be worn unless there is a specific request to
the Headteacher (i.e religious or medical purposes)

If ears are pierced, only small stud earrings are to be worn and MUST be removed
by the children for PE

A small watch may be worn (not a smart watch), this must be removed for PE
No nail varnish or make up is allowed to be worn to school

Footwear should be sensible black school shoes; below the ankle bone, no open-
toed sandals, sling-backs, boots or shoes with heels.
